Today, in Department 9 of the Solano County Superior Court, before the Honorable Judge Carlos 
Gutierrez, the jury found the defendant, Clay Cael, guilty of carrying a loaded firearm on his person in a 
city, in violation of Penal Code Section 25850(a).  On June 16, 2016, Defendant was contacted in the 
Solano County Sherriff’s Department employee parking lot after a report of a suspicious vehicle with an 
odor of marijuana. Defendant was found to have a loaded 9mm semi-automatic pistol tucked into the 
waistband of his pants. Defendant was sentenced to three years of probation, 50 days county jail.  
 
Deputy Mike Ferrando of the Solano County Sheriff’s Department investigated the case.  The case was 
prosecuted by Post Bar Law Clerk Shashawnya Worley.
