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The 1999 annual crop report reflects the acreage, production, and gross values
of the agricwltural caommodities produced within Solano County. Pursuent to
Food and Agricultural Code section 2279, the crop report shows the year’s
gress farm income. The cost of producticn and marketing, and net farm imcome,
are not indicated in this report.

The gross value was $195,482,500, a 5.5% increase from the prior year. The
1299 crop report shows the centinuing strength of agricultural production
within Solamo County. Agriculture is a key part of the county”’s economy.

Field crops are the county’s wmainstay, grown on alwmost 300,000 acres and the
largest crop group in value and acreage in Solano County. Field crop walwes
shawed a 5% acreage and 9% value reduction as compared to the prior year.
Processing tomato values increased 20% due to stronger prices and increasesd
yields. Other production categories increased, with nursery stock values up
1028, fruit and nut crop valunes up 29%, and livestock producticn up 4%. Seed
crops declined by $1.3 million or 14%.

As Solano County agriculture progresses inte the 2Ist century, future crop
producticon is expected to be strong, though with low prices for field crops,
there will be challenges. 1339 fruit/nut acreages Iincreased, with new
plantings of over 500 acres of wine grapes and English walnuts.

A special thanks teo Lenny DaMassa, Supervising Agricultural Biclegist, for
canmpiling the data for the 1999 crop report. The numbers reflected are a
direct result of the hard work and commitment of Solano County’s farmers,
ranchers, and others who are in the business of production agriculture,
generating over $1.5 billion each year in agriculturzlly related sales for
Sclanc County.
