All references are to the California Elections Code unless otherwise noted.

Calendar Key — Asterisk “*” indicates the legal date falls on a holiday or weekend. County
offices will be closed. The date listed will be the next working day. "E" stands for Election. The
minus sign and the number after "E -" indicates the number of days until the election. The plus
sign and the number after "E +" indicate the number of days after the election. For example,
“E-29” means 29 days before the election, while “E+28” means 28 days after the election.

EARLY suggested deadlines are provided in the calendar below for jurisdictions that can meet
them. These EARLY deadlines are necessary in order for the Solano County Elections
Department to meet printing and mailing schedules. FINAL deadlines are noted as such.

During this period candidates for a local nonpartisan office in any
local agency, including any city, county, or district may prepare a
candidate’s statement on an appropriate form provided by the
elections official. The statement may include the name, age and
occupation of the candidate and a brief description, of no more than
200 words, of the candidate’s education and qualifications expressed
by the candidate for inclusion with the official sample ballot.

The statement shall be filed no later than the last day to file
nomination documents. If the office is to be voted on in more than
one county, candidates should file a statement with each county. (E.
C. §13307)

Note: Candidate statements are only included in the Official Sample
Ballot Booklet and will not be included in the official Vote By Mail
voting instructions and guide.

During this period candidates for state legislative office agreeing to
voluntarily limit their campaign expenditures may submit a
statement for inclusion in the sample ballot. The statement shall not
exceed 250 words. If the office is to be voted on in more than

one county, candidate should file a statement with each county.
(Govt. Code § 85601)

NOTE: Candidate statements for local nonpartisan and state
legislative candidates are only included in the Official Sample Ballot
Booklet and will not be included in the official Vote by Mail voting
instructions and guide.
