(B) A list of the specific school facilities
projects to be funded and certification
that the school board has evaluated
safety, class size reduction, and
information technology needsin
developing that list and

(C) A requirement that the school board
conduct annual, independent financial
and performance audits until all bond
funds have been spent to ensure that
the bond funds have been used only
for the projects listed.
